She was
unanimously confirmed by the Senate on May 25 and sworn in as FCC Commissioner on May 31, 2001. As
Commissioner, she is responsible for representing the public interest in each of the policy areas under the
FCC’s jurisdiction. These responsibilities include regulation of broadcast television, cable, satellite, domestic
and international telecommunications, wireless telephony, consumer protection and education and general
enforcement of Commission rules. In addition to her other responsibilities at the FCC, she also chairs the
Federal-State Joint Board on Universal Service. Since joining the FCC, Commissioner Abernathy has been
honored by several organizations for her professional achievements, including receiving the Forerunner
Accolade from Women in Cable and Telecommunications, the Milestone Award from Catholic University’s
Columbus School of Law, and being named one of the most powerful women in television by Electronic
Media magazine. Prior to her FCC appointment, Commissioner Abernathy was Vice President of Public Policy
at BroadBand Office Communications, Inc. Before that, she was a partner at the law firm of Wilkinson Barker
Knauer. Commissioner Abernathy’s experience also includes serving as Vice President for Regulatory Affairs
at U.S. West, Inc. and as Vice President for Federal Regulatory at AirTouch Communications, Inc.
Commissioner Abernathy is a graduate of Marquette University, where she received a Bachelor of Sciences
degree, magna cum laude. She received a Juris Doctor from The Catholic University of America’s Columbus
School of Law. Commissioner Abernathy is married and has one daughter.

MATTHEW BRILL, Senior Legal Advisor to FCC Commissioner Kathleen Abernathy. In addition to his
responsibilities as Senior Legal Advisor, Mr. Brill advises the Commissioner on wireline competition and
broadband issues. Prior to joining the Commissioner, Mr. Brill was a member of the Communications Group at
the law firm of Wilmer, Cutler & Pickering representing wireline and wireless carriers and Internet service
providers in proceedings before the Commission and in the federal courts of appeals. Prior to that, he clerked for
the Honorable Thomas Penfield Jackson of the United States District Court for the District of Columbia. Mr.
Brill graduated magna cum laude from Harvard Law School and summa cum laude from Dartmouth College.

ERIC CLAEYS has a B.A. from Princeton University and a J.D. from the University of Southern California

He also
holds the position of Executive Editor of Forbes. He is based in Forbes’ New York headquarters, and all
international bureaus and correspondents report to him. Mr. Ferguson joined Forbes as its West Coast Bureau
Manager in 1995, and he served as Assistant Managing Editor from 1998 to October 2001. Prior to joining
Forbes, he spent 12 years at The Wall Street Journal as Editorial Features Editor, Business World Columnist and
Member of the Editorial Board. He has also been a Reporter, Assistant Metropolitan Editor and Editorial Page
Editor at the Orange County (CA) Register, and he has appeared as an on-air correspondent for KOCE/TV (PBS)
in Huntington Beach, California.
